e Updated Venue: Sandman Centre

e Mandatory Rehearsal for all graduating students on June 19™, 10:30am. A school bus will
transport students from Brock to the Sandman Centre and back for the rehearsal. Students must
take the bus for the rehearsal. They will not be permitted to drive themselves.

e Each student will receive a gown, cap, v-stole and Grad 2026 tassel at the rehearsal on June 19",
Once distributed, gowns are the student’s responsibility.

e Students must bring their own gowns and accessories to the ceremony.

e Additional information on the Commencement Ceremony schedule and preparation will be
provided in future newsletters.

e Commencement fees cover all ceremony-related costs, including the diploma holder with
graduate photo and a grad memento.

e A $135graduation fee has been added to student accounts. Payments can be made through
SchoolCash Online or at the main office by cash or cheque.

e All School Fees, including Athletic and Course fees must be paid before grad gown pick-up.

e The Commencement Ceremony is a school event. All students must abide by the SD 73 Student
Code of conduct and Brock Community Expectations during the ceremony.

Requirements to Participate in the June Commencement Ceremony

To participate in the Commencement Ceremony, students must be on track to complete all graduation
requirements by the end of Grade 12.

In mid-February, administration—together with counsellors and teachers—met to review the progress of
Grade 12 students with failing grades.

e Students who are failing will receive a formal warning.

e They will have until the last week of May to improve failing marks.

e Students still failing at the end of May will not be permitted to participate in the commencement
ceremony.
