One significant change to the capital plan process this year is that the Ministry has now added a 
Concept Plan stage to the approval process, as illustrated in the figure below(taken directly 
from Ministry documents).  
 

 
To submit our Capital Plan, the Ministry of Education uses a spreadsheet that separates the 
projects into the following categories: 

• New School 
• Site Acquisition – for future schools 
• School Expansion 
• School Replacement 
• Rural Community Demolition Request Program 
• School Enhancement Program 
• Carbon Neutral Capital Program 
• Playground Equipment Program 
• School Bus Replacement
