Forecasted Budget
Forecasted Budget not yet available concerns over primary students. Krystyna and Katie brought concerns about spending over intermediate students vs primary aged students. PAC will engage the staff at the September 15 meeting for funding ideas to provide a forecast. Katie and Krystyna wanted to make sure several events take place yearly. The waterslides and wildlife park as well as the dance play program to be continued.
Old Business
Gaming Account Summary Report (GASR) report at the end of September.
Krystyna stated this was completed in June.

Childcare options and discussion:
The Facebook polls that were provided did not meet the threshold to decide with only 10 people voting. PAC decided no childcare but open to changing if demand permits 
Open funding requests: 
1. Ms. Underwood – Amount: $5.43- receipt for wood working, previously awarded $500. Total amount for project: $505.43 paid. 
This request is complete.
2. 2026 Request Ms. Hunter & Ms. Bymoen approved $160 for Butterflies hatching. PAC maybe suggested this could include buddy time with older and younger students.  
3. Ms. Hunter & Ms. Bymoen $200/9 months- both classes approximately 40 children for baking supplies after staff meeting next meeting sept 29 funding amount. 
Staff Meeting – Who is to Attend/ What to inform the teachers.
As discussed previously, the PAC will attend the staff meeting on September 15. Katie, Krystyna and Brandie confirmed they are going. Brandie is a school lunchtime supervisor so she at the school frequently. 
PAC’s Goal – Dollar Amount or School Item.
Discussion began about the funding levels for this year. The gaming grant that will be provided to school will be $7320.  Chris suggested that as the PAC does not yet have funding requests as previous outside those mentioned in goals of the PAC. $10,000 goal for the fall semester $9100 set aside for waterslides, dance play, Butterflies, wildlife park leaving $900 for the fall term approximately. As the costs of the waterslides, and Wildlife Park will come out in the Spring term there is some flexibility. Chris motions to spending the amount of $10,000 for the fall term. Krystyna seconds the motion and vote passed unanimously. 
The promotion of school literacy is mentioned as a goal by Krystina and Katie and would like to be a focus of the PAC for the 2025-2026. This would be in the form of a new book purchase and perhaps a book collection drive at the school events 
Drug Paraphernalia found on school grounds 
Katie let the PAC know that Ask Wellness will come and assist with the cleanup of drug related paraphernalia. VP Plumber checked the school grounds but did not find the paraphrenia which was mentioned to be a pipe.  Contact ASK Wellness at 250-572-3009 if such items are found.

Fundraising
Katie and Krystyna expressed interest in having passive donation at all events this year. Pac volunteers miss out on activities by hosting events. Movies days for example did not really make the events worth it.
