Career Development

TRU Start programs offer students an opportunity to experience university life and earn post-
secondary credits before high school graduation. Students may choose from five programes, all
taught at TRU during a student’s grade 12 year.

PROGRAMS
APPLIED SUSTAINABLE RANCHING

This program allows you to work with livestock on active ranches and learn
how you can help create a sustainable, environmentally friendly agriculture
industry. You will learn the business of ranching and land management
through business, communications, marketing, and economic courses, as well
as natural resources, science, and technology. The tools you will gain will
allow you to build and manage a diversified and resilient ranching operation
or agriculture business. (Courses are taken on-line, practicums will take place
on a ranch).

e  Program length: 2 years
e Delivery: Online and work experience on farms and/or ranches
e  Certification Upon Successful Completion: Applied Sustainable Ranching Diploma

EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION

The Early Childhood Education Diploma program provides an exemplary model of innovative practice and
opportunities for classroom-based research so that students can acquire the necessary knowledge and skills to
become effective educators of young children. Areas of learning include developing relationships with children,
child development, child guidance, interpersonal relations, educational theories, designing and developing
curriculum content, reflective practice, working with families, and program management. Practical fieldwork
experience is a component of each semester.

HEALTH CARE ASSISTANT

The Health Care Assistant program is designed to help students
graduate from high school while also attaining certification as a
Health Care Assistant.

This program is designed to train the health care worker
to assist the older adult in meeting their basic physical,
emotional, environmental, and social needs. Students learn to
provide practical assistance and help maintain the client's
maximum independence within their ability.

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POLICE AND JUSTICE STUDIES

Developed with police and other justice agencies, this two-year program will prepare you for the challenges of a
career in policing, as well as in corrections, parole, customs, and other government services at the federal,
provincial, or municipal levels. Your diploma credits count towards completion of an arts, business, or criminology
degree.

POWER ENGINEERING

Students will gain the knowledge and skills needed to earn the 4th Class Power Engineering Certification through
Technical Safety BC, and work as a 4th Class Power Engineer. Students will learn to maintain and operate heating
and power plants, refrigeration systems and auxiliary equipment like pumps, compressors, steam turbines,
electrical generators, cooling towers, and water treatment systems. Power Engineers have the opportunity to work
in commercial facilities like hospitals, schools, and apartment buildings, or industrial facilities like mines, mills,
power generation stations, and petrochemical plates.

e  Program length: 1 year

e Certification Upon Successful Completion: 4t Class Power Engineer

CREDITS

e Students will earn 32 credits after successful completion of the program that will be applied to the
Dogwood Diploma.

The Youth Work in Trades (YWIT) Program is an initiative that allows students to claim high school course credit as
well accumulate apprenticeship hours with SkilledTradesBC — all for the out of school work students are doing in
their part-time and summer jobs. The work must be trades-related and supervised by a certified tradesperson to
qualify.

CREDITS and BENEFITS

e Students will earn 4 high school course credits for every 120 hours worked, for a maximum of 16 credits.

e If students pursue a certification in that trade after high school, their accumulated hours count towards
their certification.

e Students completing 900 hours, and graduating with a C+ average, may receive $1000 towards further
trades training from the Ministry of Education and Child Care.
