Exams may cause anxiety for some
students. See your teacher for study skills if necessary.

Communication: Assignments are submitted directly through your course. Constant communication
with your teacher is key to success in a DL course.

Goal Setting: This course is self-paced and self-directed. Students should plan on working 5-6 hours a

week on this course. It is highly recommended that the student creates a calendar of monthly, weekly
and even daily goals. Contact your teacher if help is needed doing this.
