• To clarify covid notification, if a positive covid case happens at our school, all communication 
is initiated by Interior Health.

Only at that point will we be allowed to send 
communication to our parents about a positive case in our school.  We would then provide 
information to Interior Health (class lists, cohorts, seating plans) and Interior Health would 
determine who would have to self-isolate. Interior Health would send us a list of students that 
we would contact to let the family know that their child needs to self-isolate.   

• If students are staying home for an extended period of time without being asked to stay home 
by Interior Health, teachers will usually accommodate for a few days but the hybrid learning 
model that we had last spring is not available at this time.
