School Goals

Literacy - Students will develop competencies to meet or exceed literacy expectations for each grade.

Numeracy - Students will develop strong foundational number sense skills.

Wellbeing - Every student will feel welcome, safe, and connected to our school.

At our staff meeting today, we met with the Occupational Therapist who is connected to the school who provided a presentation on the fine motor skills benchmarks for the different age groups in the school and talked about some interventions that we could use in the school setting.

October was a month filled with classroom activities.  We also saw the Lions Club come into the school to do some vision testing for our grade 3 & 6 students, PAC organized a loud and fun Halloween movie night and Mrs Murray, Mrs Shaw, Mrs Waters and Mrs Lempriere organized a spooky Halloween walk through their classrooms for all the students in the school.  

In November, we look forward to recognizing both Indigenous Veterans Day which is on November 8th but we will recognize it on November 7th .  We will also recognize Remembrance Day on November 10th.  Unfortunately, we are not able to welcome parents into the school for the assembly as we do not have the gym capacity.  We would like to invite any student who is a cadet, Girl Guide or Scout to wear their uniform to school on November 10 to help honour our veterans and this important day.  Mr Buemann and Mrs Moore will be coordinating the Remembrance Day Assembly at Juniper and students should let them know this week if they would like to wear their uniform in the assembly.

In December, we look forward to our Winter concert where students in Mrs Mulholland, Mrs Champness, Mrs Sandhu, Mrs Murphy, Mrs Klassen, Mrs Sears, Mrs Turner, Mrs Mayer, Mrs Pagnotta and Mr Richard’s classes will be singing a variety of songs.  The winter concert will be performed twice, once on December 17 at 11am and again on December 18 at 11 am.  The school will be divided by alpha into two groups for the performances to ensure we have space for not only immediate family members but also extended family members.  Here is the breakdown:
