Developing, Proficient and Extending.

¢ Inthe old language of grades — an A does not equal Extending. Most ‘A’ students would be Proficient

e Over the year, staff will be working on sorting out the Report Card comment structure, how this
impacts their assessment practices in the classroom, how to meaningfully communicate with
parents/guardians about the student’s progress.
