* Hired language arts support teacher for online support, 2-3 times a week.
* Hired full time day janitor.
* Cohort’s are by grade level.

* Following district guidelines for Covid safety measures, teachers wear masks in hallways, and all teachers
who are not in a cohort wear a mask at all times.

* Covering all the material this year is not the priority. The priority this year is the safety and emotional
wellness of the students.

* District advises washing with soap and water rather than hand sanitizer.

* No sports happening between schools unless the Province changes guidelines.

* After school cohort sports (coached by parents) may be an option within our own school.
* Lockers may be available at the end of September.

* No student lunch monitors allowed, adult supervisors check on the students during lunch.

* Lloyd George will not apply its own mandatory face mask policy, keeping in accordance with the Provincial
guidelines.
